	If you have: a sensitivity to the meaning and order of words
	Write an expert from a “lost” epic poem that has “recently been discovered” that concerns/depicts some aspect of the Arthurian legends – the Holy Grail, Chivalry, etc. Use the language and structure of the time and type.  Present your poem in a well designed form that shows it’s age and authenticity.

	If you have:

 an ability in mathematics and other complex logical systems
	Create a logical Da Vinci Code type puzzle by which players may find the true hidden resting place of the Holy Grail from the Arthurian legends which has been lost for centuries.  Lead players with clues and historical information as well as landmarks and language.  Your puzzle may on a website, physically depicted three dimensionally, or in another form approved by the teacher.   

	If you have:

 the ability to understand and create music
	Compose a song and lyrics inspired by King Arthur, Sir Lancelot, or Queen Guinevere and including the subject of Chivalry.  Investigate the instruments and lyrics of the day, the tempos and types of melodies that would have been heard in the courts and use or mimic those in your music in some form.  Present your song as a music video to the class on tape or DVD.

	If you have:

 the ability to "think in pictures," to perceive the visual world accurately, and recreate it in the mind or on paper
	Create a painting or sculpture of your favorite scene, building, or object in King Arthur.  Your project should take into consideration the emotions, elements, details, and designs of the scene / time period.  Creativity, correctness, detail, neatness, and meaning will all be taken into consideration.  You will need to present your piece to the class, so be prepared to discuss the process and meaning behind what you did and how you did it.

	If you have:

 the ability to use one's body in a skilled way, for self-expression or toward a goal
	Write a one person play or create a dance to depict your favorite scene from King Arthur.  Costume, blocking / choreography, inflection, emotion, movement, and content are all important in the presentation.  You may present in person or videotape your performance. 

	In If you have:

 an ability to perceive and understand other individuals -- their moods, desires, and motivations
	Write and present or videotape yourself as a political personality or religious leader giving a persuasive speech to a crowd or congregation to convince them that they should support either King Arthur or Sir Lancelot in a run-off election for King.  You will need to take into consideration your audience and their needs, appeal to those needs, and utilize your best motivational techniques to get your listeners out to the polls and to vote for your candidate on election day!

	In If you have:

 an understanding of one's own emotions, using own experience to guide others
	Write and present or videotape yourself in a performance of a counseling session with King Arthur, Sir Lancelot, and/or Guinevere concerning their love triangle through couples/marriage counseling or an individual counseling session.  Utilize the code of Chivalry.  Their therapist will be a famous psychologist – they could have afforded the best!  You will need to follow that doctor’s methodology, so do thorough research.
